1) The first newsgroup I looked at was rec.arts.theatre.stagecraft.  I found this newsgroup to be a community of theater professionals that connect to help each other with problems.  I thoroughly investigated the newsgroup and found no abusive language.   I would consider posting to this newsgroup if I found that I could offer a different opinion or viewpoint.  The second newsgroup I investigated was comp.lang.java.programmer.  The newsgroup was both helpful and friendly, I even found some helpful information in an area which I was researching.  Again, there was no abusive language and I would post if I could offer an educated and diverse opinion.

2) The approach of alt.comp.risks seems to be nice, but it more like reading a newspaper than a discussion group.  There is no fluidity, and it would be nice to hear the arguments against some opinions, because that is how people become educated about these issues.  It would be better if the moderator allowed a tightly monitored discussion instead of none at all.  That way the reader would have a better opportunity to examine all sides of an issue, since these risks apply to everyone.

3) I believe that people should be able to post what they wish to, within legal boundaries.  This is because discussion and argument can be helpful and insightful to everyone involved.  To enforce the legal limits, a server may record the IP address, then trace it to the ISP and from there whoever is enforcing these laws may receive the author’s location.  

4) I believe that a person should be allowed to send email to anyone.  If people abuse it, then a person can easily block themselves from receiving email from that IP address again, and only get email from persons that they want to receive email from.
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
