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1) Including the text of someone else’s USENET message (except conversation) in a reply message is a violation of the author’s copyright, unless you received permission, because it is their original and creative work.  

2) Posting the text of an email someone sent you is technically an infringement of their copyright, but getting any damages would be difficult unless the parties previously agreed to keep them secret, or the emails contained a copyright notice of some sort.

3) No, I do not believe that I have a legal basis for preventing someone from linking to my page from his or hers.  Because I have no advertising on my web page, therefore they are not harming any financial gain I may have.  Although under those circumstances that could be considered sexual harassment.  

4) No, I do not believe that I have a legal basis for preventing someone from linking my page to his or hers that is titled “Students Currently Attending UP.”  This is because that is public information, and they are not stealing any of my work directly.  

5) No, my answer would not change, although if the page contained any type of threat or defamation about me, then I would have a legal basis.
