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Free Speech

1) Third party software – SafeWatch, CyberPatrol

ISP – Different levels of accounts to allow different types of access

Web Browser – Allows blocking of certain sites base on third-party rating system

Cyber Tip Line – Allows the reporting of suspicious activity on the net

2) Third party software – does not block all objectionable content or blocks some content that is not objectionable.  This is based on some pre-defined list of objectionable and unobjectionable content that was set by someone else.  These lists are kept secret from everyone but the list creators.  

Web Browser – not all sites will participate, because they may not be located within the country that mandates the rating on their site.  

Cyber Tip Line – the problem has to occur before it is reported, very reactive, not proactive.

ISP – categories do not cover all individuals, parents will have to decide between a lot of content or not enough.

3) Place the computer in a visible portion of the house, install web filtering software and use an ISP that                  allows different levels of accounts based on what content I believe my child should be allowed to see.

4) There are no alternatives, other than filtering software, which the libraries could take to prevent access of objectionable materials to minors while allowing access to adults.

5) I would place limits such as the material must be legal to post and provide, but I would also mandate a rating system for each site, and rate the news groups myself if there is a possibility that members may post objectionable, yet legal, material.
