To introduce myself to you today, I will describe two people whom I believe do not exhibit my character or personal philosophy; the two I have chosen are Bill Clinton and my cousin Aaron.  The first is Bill Clinton, who was the 42nd president of the United States and has shown in certain situations, to be untrustworthy, immoral, and unethical; whereas I try to be trustworthy, moral and ethical everyday through my decisions and interaction with other people.  The second person I am unlike is my cousin Aaron, who is shy, non-charismatic, and does not appreciate artistic expression.  Aaron is a contrast to me because I feel I am outgoing, charismatic (or so I have been told), and I enjoy the arts – although Aaron and I have the same major, computer science, we are two completely different people.  These two people who I have chosen to describe, I believe, contrast myself and offer an insight into who I am, and the values I wish to keep.
