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1. When crafting a public speech, what are the first two or three things you should do?

· Evaluate the audience, choose a narrow topic

2. There are thought to be only three general purposes for speaking.  Name them, and identify the one most commonly adopted by you in your speaking experiences.

· Motivational, Informational, Argumentative 

· I adopt the argumentative purpose most often.

3. Describe several concrete means of discovering important information about your audience, before the               speech.

· Talk to the audience, watch the audience’s interaction with other speakers 

4. Speeches differ in their approaches to various audiences.  In what ways should a speech to a “hostile” audience differ from one given to a “favorable” audience?

· The speech to the hostile audience should be focus on points that agree with the audience’s position while, at the same time, taking a hostile position.  A speech to a favorable audience should differ by focusing on points that further the speaker’s position. 

5. What are some types of “neutral” audiences?  With which techniques should you approach each type?

· A neutral audience would be a court judge.

6. An effective speech introduction ought to accomplish 6 relatively distinct functions.  Identify them.

· Create credibility for the speaker, identify main points in the speech , identify the position being taken, excite the audience (get their attention), calm a hostile audience, identify the topic of the speech

7. What is happening when someone “changes” his/her “mind?”  What has to happen if a “mind” is to change?

· When someone changes their mind, they are taking a position on a topic that is different that one previously held.  If a mind is to change, a speaker must provide credible and convincing evidence that their position is incorrect.

8. How does a “claim” differ from “evidence”?

· A claim is supported by evidence.

9. What sorts of information “count as” supporting materials (i.e., evidence) in Western society?  Which kinds of support are most respected within the subculture where you speak most often?

· Supporting materials in Western society are: scientific studies or conclusions, a respected person’s opinion in their field.  The kind of support most respected in the subculture I normally speak in is scientific evidence, or mathematical proof.

10. Name the various patterns accepted for organizing information in Western society.

· I don’t know.

11. In what ways do the “rough” and “speaking” outlines of a speech differ from one another?

· A rough outline focuses on the organization and details of the information within the speech.  A speaking outline focuses on specific points the speaker wants to deliver. 

12. Name some characteristics of successful spoken language.

· Clear, concise, detailed, logical, intriguing

13. Using language, what techniques might a speaker employ to clarify difficult or abstract ideas?

· Stories, analogies, quotes, relating to topics the audience knows.

14. Please describe “effective delivery” of a speech – what makes the actual giving of a speech successful, in Western society, as you see it?

· To give a successful speech, the content and delivery must be exciting, interesting, perhaps shocking, original.
